A 
perfect place to enjoy the silence, tastes of the local food, and 
the breathtaking views of the mountains, the fjord and the

17.00:  Easy walk in the historical cultural landscape in Norddal. You

the famous Geirangerfjord combined with a hike to the abandoned   

mountain farm Skageflå. Skageflå is located 270 meters above sea level. 

This is the most famous of the old farms, much due to the fact that King 

Harald and Queen Sonja celebrated their 25th anniversary as a married 

couple here in 1993.  At Skageflå you will also find the official plaquette

Adrenalin rush in UNESCO’s world 

heritage site – Geirangerfjord  

 
¶ Accommodation in cabins at Kragebakk in Valldalen. 

The cabins are high standard and are located between 
Trollstigen and Geiranger, two of the most 
spectacular sights to see when you are visiting 
Norway 

¶ “Gubrandscanyoning “ – the canyoning takes place 
close to Gudbrandsjuvet, 15 km from Valldal in direction of 
Trollstigen. Jumping into the river from heights up to 10 metres, 
rappelling and climbing are some of the activities and challenges 
you will experience.   

¶ Rafting in Valldøla – the rafting starts from Hoel Bridge where we 
go through safety instructions. During the trip you can try 
swimming and jumping in the rapids. We make a lunch stop with 
bonfire, hot drinks and “svele” - a Norwegian specialty. After lunch 
we start on the last and most interesting part of the trip with more 
speed,  bigger waves and rapids. After about 12 km with beautiful 
nature, big impressions and exhilarating rapids, we float down on 
the rafts into the deep, blue and beautiful Norddals fjord by the 
Valldal village.  

¶  Let’s hit the road for a fantastic day on the bike. We bike 
Ørnevegen down to Geiranger, and from Geiranger roundtrip to 
Dalsnibba. A difference in altitude of 3500 meters!   
If you do not want to bike all of it you can catch a ride with our 
service car.
